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People in the Church: the PYGs Service Project

funny thing happened on the way to the
PYGs service project in Nogales, Mexico, this
August.

It turned out not to be a service project.

Here’s how it happened. Originally the PYGs
planned a service project in Tiuana, but news
reports of drug wars, murders, and kidnappings
in that city convinced some parents to raise
objections. Looking for an alternative, Associate
Pastor Rocky Supinger found Borderlinks, a
program whose website identifies their goal to be
“education’ about border 1ssues. Based in Tucson,
they also had contacts with a day care center in
Nogales, Mexico, and they also provided an
opportunity for “homestays,” allowing American
youth to stay overnight with a Mexican family. In
addition, Borderlinks had never experienced any
problems of security. It all sounded good. The
PYGs signed on for August 1-8. Wanting to know
how the young people of our church view their
acts of service, I asked Rocky for permission to
interview several of them before and after the
project. He enthusiastically agreed and suggested
I contact Dylan Sittig, Emma Randles, and James
and Jess Croughan.

All of the youth I interviewed had been on
previous work projects. They eagetly looked
forward to a similar pattern involving work in
the daytime, building something that would make
alasting contribution to their hosts, some free time
for “hanging out,” and time spent with host
families where they could learn first-hand about
another culture. They valued the opportunity for
time to spend with each other in late night
conversations about faith, life and hopes, forging
bonds that would last for years.

Sometimes reality differs from expectations,
or as John Lennon said, “Life 1s what happens to
you while you’re busy making other plans.”
Bordertlinks focused on immigration, but the
education they offered was decidedly one-sided.
At their Tucson base they took the PYGs to see
the work of a local artist who strongly criticized
the U.S. building of a border wall designed to
limit illegal immigration. They met with local
activists who had been arrested for “littering”
when they placed bottles of water in the Arizona
desert where immigrants had died while trying to
cross the border. One man was facing either jail
time or a fine of $10,000, Jess Croughan told
me. Perhaps the most lasting impression came
from their witness of “Operation Streamline,” an
aptly named federal program that seeks to try and

convict at least 70 immigrants each day. Men and
women, shackled at wrists and ankles, are brought
into a courtroom. According to an MSNBC
report, “immigrants are given mass trials, where
they are generally convicted or plead guilty. A
judge sentences each of them to a minimum of
two weeks in jail, with sentences of up to six
months for repeat offenders.... Critics of the
program...say the immigrant’s rights are being
violated, and the mass trials deny them due
process.” James told me he thought the process
was fair since the immigrants had violated U.S.
law by trying to enter the U.S. illegally, but the
other PYGs I interviewed were appalled, calling
it a “a mockery of U.S. justice.”

After two days in Tucson, the group went to
Nogales, Mexico, where they spent three days
helping out in a children’s day camp and three
nights in host homestays. While they enjoyed being
with the children in the day camp, they also voiced
regret that they made no lasting change in the lives
of the children, the day camp, or their host famulies.
In Nogales they saw many people living in or on
the edge of poverty. One afternoon they visited
a “comidor” where Jesuits provided food,
clothing and medical care to those who had been
deported from the US. They heard stories of
the desperate living conditions in Mexico that had
driven many to risk death or capture in crossing
the border.

In retrospect it became clear that the focus of
their experience was the immigration issue. While
they appreciated the knowledge they gained, they
deeply resented the way it was fed to them. In
particular, they found their Borderlinks supervisor,
a woman who was with them “all the time (1) to
be very biased, “a control freak,” and “really
bossy.” She “treated us like ignorant kids,”
frequently explaining the same thing ad nauseum.
They had very little free time. The evening times
they had hoped would be for conversations with
each other instead became “reflection times” with
leading questions posed by the supervisor. All
the youth found her very irritating, Jess Croughan
offered the kindest remark, saying that perhaps
their experience would have been better with a
different leader.

Borderlinks urged our youth to return to their
churches and communities and tell everyone what
they had seen. All of the youth I interviewed said
they were willing to do so if asked, but all felt
overwhelmed by the enormity of the problem

and leery of taking on the role of political activist
that Borderlinks seemed to advocate. Moved by
what they witnessed, they also recognized the
complexity of the immigration issue. Nothing
but better living and working conditions in Mexico,
they realized, will be able to stem the tide of
desperate Mexicans looking for ways simply to
survive. Emma and James both saw the need
for some kind of temporary worker visa program.
Dylan joined a Facebook group of the Sierra
Club that seeks to stop the damage caused by the
Wall to the habitat and to migratory animals.
There’s one more thing, In talking with our
youth, I thought at times I detected a strong feeling
of discomfort and ambivalence. In previous work
projects they could look back with a sense of
accomplishment, knowing that they had improved
the lives of others. Seeing up close the miserable
conditions of many Mexicans on both sides of
the border, they felt a strong impulse to be helpful.
But what could they do? The question plagued
them. Jesus said, “When you do it for one of the
least of these, you do it for me.” What did that
mean in this situation? Would preventing a death
in the desert, helping “the least of these,” mean
standing against the laws of your country? This
unspoken dilemma seemed deep down to tug at
them, giving a certain sense of unease and
frustration to their conversations with me. I don’t
think anyone had adequately prepared them to
confront it. Perhaps it 1s now a calling for the rest
of us to help them, and ourselves, find ways to
put our faith in life’s arena. What do you think?
